INSIDE 
RD 4 RACE REPORT  * REGRADING *  NOVEMBER Kings of Wanneroo International 
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conditions greeted the riders for the fourth 
round of the Rilusi Motorcycles State Road 
Racing  Championships at Barbagallo      
Raceway on Aug 10. This was the last chance 
for many to stake a claim for state titles and in 
general to have a good season.  
For the likes of Adam Senior and the Walker    
brothers it was also a chance to cement the top spot for 2008. 
 
Practice was uneventful and in near perfect conditions when racing got underway 
with the ‘B’ Grade race. The race over six laps was an enthralling battle between 
Kevin  Boulton (Rick Gill Honda / NRW CBR 1000) and Ben Henry (Allect Services        
Yamaha R1) with Henry prevailing to take the 25 points. Cameron Gore (Rilusi     
Motorcycles Kawasaki 1000) was third. Boulton leads the series with 101 points 
from Henry on 95.  Cameron Gore was the first C grader home followed by Shane 
Matrin with Jason Cawathorne the first of the 600’s.  Fastest Lap: B Henry 
0:59.3090 with Boulton, Gore, Tabain, Keevers all getting into the 59’s.    
 
The Walker brothers Darryn and Neal (RHR Suzuki1000) continued on their winning 
way seemingly untroubled by anything the opposition threw at them. They took all 
three wins on the day and the next best were Lindsay and Anthony Fagan 
(Armadale Rental Cars LCR 1000) who pushed them all the way in each race. The 
final race was cut short following an accident in the basin involving Rob Hair and 
Chris Burrows. The Walker brothers now lead the title race on 300 points, the Fa-
gan’s are in second place on 230 and Trevor Clyma and Paul Brider move into third 
place on 196 (the first of the B graders).  Adam Fogarty/ Mick Blackbourn  riding the 
Ultra Fast Karts Baker 1000 have also stepped up this round, taking a creditable 4th 
overall .   Good to see Ollie Onesti back in the saddle and it’s  great to see the num-
ber of sidecars continuing to increase as the year progresses.   Roll on the Austra-
lian Championship Final here at Wanneroo in November.   Fastest Lap: D Walker/ N 
Walker  61.3210   
 
Ben Stronach (SMB Racing Suzuki GSXR 1000) has made the Steel Blue Super-
bike Championship his own for 2008 with three wins from three starts. In the first two 
races the minor placings were filled by Chris Galbraith (Weld West Suzuki GSXR 
1000) and Mark Schnierer (Rilusi Motorcycles Suzuki GSXR 1000). Galbraith was 
second in the first whilst Schnierer took second spot in the second. In the final race 
again Stronach got to the lead inside the first lap and it was game over for the re-
mainder of the field, a small discretion by Schnierer cost him a ride through and Ben 
Henry (Allect Services Yamaha R1) took the opportunity to take the minor placing in 
the race. Overall placegetters  for the round were Stronach, Galbraith, Boulton, 
Schnierer, Gore and Martin.  Stronach leads the championship with one round to run 
on  237 points, second is Galbraith on 215, and Schnierer is third on 204.   
Fastest Lap: B Stronach 0:57.2480  Galbraith also did a 57.9920 in  Race 1. 
 
In the BHS Engineering Supersport Championship Adam Senior (Rick Gill Honda 
CBR 600) took three strong wins from three starts. The minor places were filled by 
Tom Hatton (BHS Racing Yamaha R6) and Cameron Keevers (Cullys /Aark Elec-
trics Yamaha R6). Keevers who is living in the Eastern States and was having a 
guest ride took two second and a third place whilst Hatton took a second and two 
third places. Senior dominated all three races and now has the title sewn up.  Over-
all placings for the round were Senior, Keevers, Hatton, Cull and Hockley coming in 
5th.   Senior has 295 points, second is Josh Trigwell on 202, and third is Jason  
Cawthorne on 163. Fastest Supersport A Senior 0:58.9540 
 
In the West Coast Honda Superstock round placegetters for the meet were Carl 
Pickersgill Allect R6 (returning from injury and back to form) from Dan Hayes 
(Motorcycle Panel & Paint Suzuki) with Gerladton based Seb Montagu coming in 
third and Hanes Reid was the first D grader home for the meet.  Series  Andrew 
Skinner (Prestige Honda CBR 600) has a four point lead over Kalgoorlie based 
Chris Gilmore (SportsPower    Kalgoorlie Yamaha R6) 224 to 220 with early season 
leader Ray Anset in third on 179 points.  Both Gilmore and Anset had crashes on 
the day which have cost them dearly but Gilmore is still in the position to snatch the 
lead and Series win from  Skinner and Anset should finish in top 3 for the season,  
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But will have to watch his back with Bunbury based Peter Stirrat sitting in 4th, 30 points behind.  
 

The KTM Formula Two Series saw two of the younger riders take the initiative scoring a win apiece. Matt Shaw 
(Barry Nash Honda RS 125) won the first race from Jack Coyle (Muldrew Heavy Haulage Honda RS 125). The posi-
tions were reversed in the second race of the day. These two youngsters have really taken the class by storm in their 
first year of senior racing, and this bodes well for the future of racing in this state. 
 

Paul Castling (Welshpool Tyres & More Honda CBR 600) was the pick of the 600 Clubman Class (sponsored by Two 
Wheel Wreckers)  with Luke Thyer (B.O.D.I. Yamaha R6) picking up a second and third.  Overall on the day it was 
Paul Castling, Luke Thyer and Sean Prouse  with Peter Wells the first D grader home.   
 

In the Clubman 1000 Wally Mulik (Top End Audio Yamaha R1) had two wins from as many starts and Jarrad Church 
(Saferight Suzuki 1000) was the next best with a second and a third, followed by Elizabeth Haren  (CGSR Yamaha ) 
who took a 4th and 2nd. Hubby Stuart Campbell (Haren Consulting Yamaha) was also up there  taking a 3rd in race 
one and 4th in race 2.    Richard Watson (Suzuki 1000—looking for a sponsor!) , Craig Anderson ((Honda 1000) , 
Steve Chittendon (Rockingham Powersports Honda)  and Glen Lowe  (W.T.F. Racing Yamaha)  all battled for the 
minor placings.  Simon Burroughs was the 1st placed D grade in Club 1000 finishing just behind Chittendon.  
 
John Liso (Yamaha R1) won the “D” Grade and Novice Shootout  from Luke Carey (Honda 1000) , Simon Burroughs 
and Young Dinh 4th .
