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2009 FEE INCREASES

As explained in the President’s report all fees will increase this year due to the rising costs of track hire and service
fees for all our practice and race days. In 2008 although we saw an increase in the number of competitors at a race
meeting, we saw a decline in the number of competitors attending tuning and private practice days. On some hire
days club funds were subsidising track time. Tuning and Private Practice day circuit bookings cannot be cancelled
without incurring a substantial fee, so we are committed to them whether riders turn up or not.

TUNING DAY FEES: For Licensed competitors tuning days will increase from $55 to $80 for the day.

ENTRY FEE for the Club Race Day will be $100 (an increase of $25). There will be no gate entry fee charged
prior to 10am on the day. After 10am it will be $5 pit entry fee.

ENTRY FEE for State Championship Rounds 2,3,4,5 will increase to $180 (inclusive of transmitter hire, medi-
cal and track hire fees). There will still be a main gate entry cost of $10 per competitor/member. Your crew members
can join the club as an Associate member for just $50 for the season giving them the discounted main gate entry fee
of $10.

Round 1 being a two day event (allowing for qualifying ) will be $230 for the weekend.

COMPETITIONS COMMITTEE REPORT by Chairman Ben Stronach

First meeting for the season was held on 13/1/09.

Relooked at Draft Calendar to try and avoid conflict of State versus national rounds. Following discussions with the
WASCC and the co-operation of Trakdayz by moving a date the changes have been made and a revised calendar
has been released. (see enclosed with newsletter)

Club Race day April 5th was discussed and draft supplementary regulations are underway. Similar format to 2008
with graded races (not class type events). Distribution of awards in graded races has been increased on last year.
Trophies and or product will be presented to placegetters. Note to new competitors: this event is a low key race day
for first time racers, Racecraft riders ( with a race prepped bike) who have completed two courses and been
assessed for a MA licence and experienced competitors—solo, sidecars and juniors (pending numbers).

2009 State Championship Series Supplementary regulations are also underway.

At the end of 2008 season it was decided that their will be a C grade Championship incorporated within the Superbike
Championship class, with points accruing at each round.

For Rd 1 State Championship 25-26th April (long weekend), it is proposed that Saturday (Anzac Day) will see a later
start to machine examination on Saturday with an on track start of 12 noon. Qualifying sessions will be held Saturday
afternoon to allocate grid positions on Sunday. Non attendance at qualifying will deem a rear of field race start for
your first event on the day.

The Formula two class will continue for 2009. There is good indication that there will be an increase in numbers
aboard 250's and especially 125’s.

Sidecar competitors tuning and private practice day sessions are to be decided once feedback is received by
Committee representative Rod Walker. If you wish to speak with Rod call 041896058.

Racecraft Course instruction discussed. It is proposed that a “ racer preparation group” be introduced.
Education Officer Peter Smith and our coaches met on the 22nd January to discuss further.

MANUAL OF MOTORSPORT GCR RULE CHANGES/ ADDITIONS P ERTAINING TO ROAD
RACING FOR 2009

15.2 FRAMES and PARTS

New Rule 15.2.3.4 “ All lateral covers/ engine cas es containing oil and which could be in contract wi th the
ground during a crash, must be protected by a secon d cover made from composite materials, type carbon or
Kevlar. Plates and/or bars from aluminium or steel are also permitted. All these devised must be des igned to
be resistant against sudden shocks and must be fixe d properly and securely. Bonding alone is not a su itable
method of mounting. *“

15.4 NOISE EMISSIONS—ROAD RACING (reminder of ruling)
15.4.0.1 Noise emissions must not exceed 102dB(A) unless a lower limit is provided for in the SR.

PRE-SEASON NOISE TESTING: itis planned to have the MWA Noise tester at one of our Tuning days or the club
Race day to give everyone the opportunity to have their bike tested prior to the State Championship rounds.

15.6 SUPERBIKES: addition to rule 15.6.01 e) “Be fitted with a 4-stroke engine with a capacity not less than 800cc
nor greater than 1000cc, or 2 cylinder/4 stroke engine not greater than 1200cc capacity. “

15.7.0.12 SUPERSPORT: The following may be replac ed with parts not manufactured by the manufacturer of
the machine : new rule “e) Air filters and air funnels (Velocity stacks) “

15.8 SUPERSTOCK 600 new rule 15.8.0.3 “When a race or practice has been declared “wet”, the use of a spe-
cial tyre commonly known as a wet tyre is allowed. Homologation of wet tyres is not required. “

SIDECARS : no rule changes for 2009.
15.22 COMPETITION RULES—ROAD RACING note change o frule : 15.22.6.2 “A jump start occurs when

there is any movement from the machine when the fie  Id is in the starters control prior to the start si gnal
being shown. “
