Competitors to present with leathers on and full ri ding attire  
(including back protector) , with machinery, MA Nat ional Licence ,& 
current Membership verification. 
Solo machines are to be presented with belly pan removed  and 
available for inspection.  
Sidecars are required to remove bodywork prior to presenting to 
Machine Examiner and bodywork must be available for  inspection .  
Motorcycles will be randomly checked for radiator a dditives .  

13)DAMAGED 
MACHINES: 

Machines, which suffer accident damag e in practice/qualifying or 
racing, must be re- examined before participating further on the day. 
The onus is on the rider to have the machine (and g ear) re-
scrutineered.  A penalty for non compliance will ap ply.   

  
14)TIMING 
TRANSMITTERS : 

Will be avail able for collection from the Machine Examination Ba y 
Sunday morning.  They m ust be fitted for all practice/qualifying & 
racing. Timing Brackets are available from the race office (or 
clubrooms prior) at a cost of $15 ea. Timing Transmitters must be 
returned end of racing, prior to leaving track.   

  
15) RIDERS 
BRIEFINGS 

Will be held on the day at 8.15am  at Scrutineering Bay. 
All competitors are required to attend and sign on before leaving.   

  
16) PRACTICE:   Will be held on the day of the event from 9. 00am to 11.00am .  No 

competitor will be allowed to compete in the progra mme of events 
until  they have participated in official practice.   

 PRACTICE SESSIONS FOR SOLO RIDERS will be split into three groups, 
Green Group (AB & Select C), Red Group (C and Selec t D) and Yellow 
Group (C/D and Novice) .  Riders will be issued wit h a coloured dot 
indicating their practice group, at scrutineering r ace morning.   
Practice session groups will be posted on Race offi ce noticeboard at 
the event.
